Preparations already underway for 2012 PGA Championship

Even before the last grandstand was removed from The Ocean Course following this year’s Senior PGA Championship,
plans were being implemented for the 94th PGA Championship, which will also be contested on Kiawah’s renowned
seaside course.

According to Kiawah Island Golf Resort President Roger Warren, PGA staff will be arriving in about two years
to begin lining up volunteers, selling corporate hospitality space and working on the event’s logistics.

Players have already begun to visit the course and get a taste of what’s in store for them. Ernie Els recently
played The Ocean Course and it won’t be long before more top players come to Kiawah Island to test their game on
what Golf Digest magazine named “America’s Toughest Course.”

Words to the wise

Players at the Senior PGA made some insightful remarks about
The Ocean Course hosting the 2012 PGA Championship.

“I think that the PGA is going to have to be very aware as to how they
set the course up. Which tees they use, which pin positions they use.
[In] August, | guess the wind... probably won’t blow as hard as it has
done this week. But | remember September when the Ryder Cup was
here, the wind howled, so | might be wrong.

If they set it up well, | think it will be a great PGA
Championship. But it really is in the hands of Kerry Haigh and the guys
who set it up, because there can be some huge numbers on this golf
course.”

On a knife’s edge

Little margin for error on The Ocean Course
during recent Senior PGA Championship

The Ocean Course lived up to its reputation as “America’s
Toughest Course” during the 68th Senior PGA Championship
held May 22 — 27. One of the phrases heard from players
again and again was that they felt they were living “on a
knife’s edge.”

As two-time senior major winner Graham Marsh
put it, “There is a fine line between disaster and brilliance
here.” Tom Kite said, “Every time you hit a good shot it
generally turns out good. Every time you hit a poor shot,
you just get hammered.” It was that kind of shot on the
14th hole of the final round that resulted in a three-stroke
swing and catapulted Denis Watson past Eduardo Romero
to eventual victory.

Romero, who led the tournament through the
first three rounds, was ahead by two shots at 9-under par
when he aggressively went for a pin tucked in the back
left corner of the 14th green. Landing just a couple of
yards short, his ball plugged into the face of the transition
area guarding the left side of the green, leading to an
unplayable lie and a double bogey.
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Watson’s crisp 4-iron and brilliant putt produced a
birdie and the lead. Riding a wave of momentum on the
closing holes, Watson won by one stroke with a four-round
total of 279, 9-under par.

It was Watson’s first win in 23 years after a severe
wrist injury suffered in a tournament nearly ended his
career. Multiple surgeries and years of rehabilitation returned
him to the winner’s circle for the first time since 1985.

New Ocean Course clubhouse opens

Viewers of the Senior PGA Championship on NBC and the USA
Network were treated to an early glimpse of the new Ocean
Course clubhouse in May as players used it throughout the cham-
pionship. The public gained access to the elegant, shingle-style
clubhouse earlier this summer and are giving it rave reviews.

In addition to handsomely appointed locker rooms,
the 24,000-square-foot facility houses The Atlantic Room
restaurant, Ryder Cup Bar and meeting space. A tribute to Pete
and Alice Dye, located in the front hallway just off the main lobby,
showcases their impact on the game of golf and some of their
most famous courses.

The Atlantic Room offers a Lowcountry breakfast buffet
with made-to-order omelets and a casual lunch featuring soups,
salads, sandwiches and entrees. The dinner menu takes a decid-
edly upscale turn as Executive Chef Randy MacDonald brings an
updated interpretation of classic clubhouse fare — aged steaks,
hearty chops and coastal specialties — to The Ocean Course.

A sunburst-shaped weather vane sitting atop a turret
roof highlights the circular Ryder Cup Bar. The vane’s center shaft
extends through a large compass-style skylight in the roof so that
guests looking up to the ceiling can determine the wind direction.
An anemometer near the fireplace indicates wind speed, leaving
no doubt as to the playing conditions outside.

Chef Kevin Ives joins the Ocean Room

When he was younger, Kevin Ives dreamed of becoming a
photographer. However, he eventually set his sights on
developing his culinary talents, not prints, to become one of
the nation’s top chefs.

Now he works at the picture-perfect location of Kiawah
Island as chef de cuisine at the Ocean Room at The Sanctuary,
the signature restaurant at Kiawah Island Golf Resort.

“I'm extremely excited at the new challenge ahead of
me,” said Ives, who began work in June. “My goal is to provide
world-class cuisine at a truly world-class facility.”

Located on the third floor of The Sanctuary, the Ocean
Room features a sweeping view of the Atlantic coast. The restau-
rant opened along with the hotel in August 2004, and instanta-
neously became one of the region’s top dining destinations.
